Road Safety 

Feature Article for National Road Safety Week 

17th- 24 of May 

Buckle up Ensure you teach children about the importance of 

buckling-up on every trip.  

• Adults should ‘model’ correct buckling-up behaviour. 

 • Do not start the car until everyone is buckled up correctly. 

 • Ensure children know that they are not allowed to unbuckle 

their seat belts until you say so. 

 • Watch out for children trying to help you by undoing restraints 

for their baby brother or sister.  

• Never allow children to share a seat belt.  

• Never hold a child on your lap whilst travelling in a motor 

vehicle. This is unsafe and against the law.  

 Airbags are designed to protect adults in a crash. They deploy at 

high speeds to the chest height of an average adult. This can be 

dangerous for children. It is recommended that: 

 • Children 12 years of age and under should not sit in the front 

seat. 

 • Rearward facing child car restraints should not be fitted in the 

front row of seats in vehicles with an active front passenger airbag 

 Children are at risk in the driveway:  

• Young children are naturally inquisitive, move surprisingly fast 

and can run into the path of a moving vehicle without warning.  

• From the time it takes for the driver to say goodbye and start 

the car, a child can move onto the driveway and into the path of 

the vehicle. 

 • Due to ‘blind spots’ a small child can be impossible to see from 

inside a car, especially if they are directly behind it.

Policy Review 
Infectious Disease Policy and Procedure  

As part of enrolment terms and conditions, families are asked to: 

• Ensure the safety, rights and best interests of children are paramount to all decision making and practices. 

• Discuss any questions with the Nominated Supervisor or Responsible Person in charge. 

• Understand that the service has an obligation to prevent the spread of communicable diseases. 

• Keep children who are unwell at home and notify the service so they can be aware of symptoms to be on the watch for.  

• Consider if your child is well enough to participate in normal activities and able to manage hygiene dependent on their age.   Children 
who are not able to participate fully in the program without additional support due to signs or symptoms of a possible i llness should be 
collected from the service by an authorised contact and cared for in a home environment. 

• Understand that the Nominated Supervisor must follow this policy and public health advise and has the right to exclude a child where 
they reasonably believe that it is not in the best interest of the child or other adults or children at the service for the child to return.  
This may be the case even where a medical clearance has been provided. 

• Provide a medical clearance to return when requested and understand that this will be used in the decision-making process about your 
child returning to care but does not automatically guarantee they can return to care. 

• Understand that, in times of an identified outbreak or pandemic, the service reserves the right to place standard exclusions 
timeframes for certain symptoms, for instance 24hrs after a fever.   

• Understand that the service is required to apply exclusion period for gastroenteritis as per Queensland Health requirements which 
include: 

o A single case of gastroenteritis in a child or staff member at the centre should be excluded for at least 24 hours after their last 
symptom, provided there have been no other reports of gastro in the previous 3 days. 

o When there have been 2 reported cases of vomiting and or diarrhoea at the centre within a 3 day period, apply 48hrs 
exclusion (after last symptom) and contact the local public health unit as soon as possible for further advice. 

• Understand that children with a temperature of 38degrees or above must be collected from the service and excluded for the 
remainder of the day. Exclusion may be longer depending on any other confirmed contagious diseases with the same symptoms and a 
medical clearance may be requested prior to returning to care depending on other symptoms and other cases at the service with 
similar symptoms. 

• Not to provide paracetamol, Ibuprofen or other similar products to their child before attending care, especially if it is for a 
temperature, this is based on the National Health and Medical Research Council (NHMRC) recommendations, this is because:  

o A temperature or fever is usually a sign of illness, this may be contagious and result in a circulation of an infectious disease, 
o These products mask the symptoms which may both delay the child seeking required medication attention or rest to recover 

from and fight the illness, and 
o Your child may start to feel unwell a few hours after being dropped off as these products wear off, this may result in your child 

experiencing discomfort while is care.  Educators will need to contact families to collect their child if they are displaying 
symptoms of being unwell and are not able to participate fully in the program.  

o Parents complete the Medication Form which is current for 5 consecutive days. 
o As per the Medication Policy and Procedure. 

• Follow exclusions as per the Immunisation Policy and Procedure where required.  

• Follow any isolation or exclusions which may apply in time of a localised outbreak or pandemic. 

• Understand that where your child is excluded due to an illness normal booking fees apply. 
 

Article 23:  Children who have any kind of disability should receive special 

care and support so that they can live a full and independent life. 

The convention on the Rights of a Child is an important document at Ally’s Kindy. Every 

month will feature an article to raise awareness about how adults and         

governments should work together to make sure that all children get all their rights.
